8. Limit television and video games on weekdays.
9. Monitor your child’s television and media exposure and communicate often about the information he or she has been exposed to.
10. Ensure that your child comes to class and is on time for each session.
11. Ensure that your child completes homework and other assignments.
12. Be a good role model for your child. Remember that your child’s values and habits are first learned in the home.
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
